A+ Schools 
The A+ Schools Program in North Carolina is an approach to teaching and learning grounded in the belief 
that the arts can play a central role in how children learn. It represents a viable option for schools seeking 
a focus based on similar beliefs. The A+ approach to learning is based on Howard Gardner's extensive 
research on multiple intelligences and is also supported by recent brain research and other theories of 
intelligence. It combine interdisciplinary teaching and daily arts instruction, offering children opportunities 
to learn through all the ways in which they are able.

As a national organization whose mission is to make the arts more accessible to people of all ages, 
Americans for the Arts has developed a comprehensive, easy-to-navigate web site with a category 
devoted entirely to arts education.
